This Affidavit and all referenced documents have been made a part of the Public Record and will be used for evidence in the administrative and judicial proceedings at law, or equity regarding this case.  All of these documents are maintained in Affiant’s Administrative File.  This Affidavit of Truth and exhibits are publicly posted on the John Galt Program of Investigative Studies web site at (http://jgpis.org/) for further public notice and to provide the Community Foundation of Frederick County (CFFC) and each of the individual named defendants with the opportunity to rebut each of the following twenty-five (25) claims appearing below.


AFFIDAVIT OF TRUTH

1. CFFC is a 501 c 3 corporation operating pursuant to the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) tax code under employer identification number EIN 52-1488711. [EXHIBIT 1]

2. [bookmark: _GoBack]The CFFC is a grant funding authority operating under the Maryland Solicitations Act, in the United States of America. [EXHIBIT 2
3. The CFFC maintains offices of business at 312 East Church Street, Frederick, MD 21701.

4. The CFFC agrees to provide expert services to members of the community consisting of obtaining grant funds, fielding inquiries as to the availability of grant funds, reviewing applications for grant funds and awarding grant funds. [EXHIBIT 3]

5. Members of the Frederick community use these CFFC services in the hopes of receiving grants to support charitable causes. 

6. CFFC has a dedicated web site agreeing to provide these same services to members of the public. [EXHIBIT 3]

7. The services described at the CFFC corporate web site are provided under the obligations of good faith and performance.  [EXHIBIT 3]

8. On January 9, 2015, JOHN H. HNATIO wrote an e-mail to Tonyia Miller, Executive Assistant, CFFC, inquiring about the availability of grant funding for a school safety project. [EXHIBIT 4]

9. On or about the same date, JOHN H. HNATIO telephoned Ms. Gayle Sutch, Director of Donor Services, CFFC, and left a voice message.

10. On January 12, 2015, Ms. Gayle Sutch, Director of Donor Services, CFFC wrote an unsolicited e-mail to Ms. Ann Bonitatibus, Chief Operating Officer of the Frederick County Public School System (FCPS). [EXHIBIT 5]

11. The January 12, 2015, e-mail from Ms. Sutch to Ms. Bonitatibus states, “We have pretty good instincts about inquiries [like JOHN H. HNATIO’s] and this one raised a lot of red flags (aside for [sic] the typos in the email).” [EXHIBIT 5]

12. Ms. Sutch’s January 12, 2015, e-mail to Ms. Bonitatibus also states, “This person [JOHN H. HNATIO] also left a voice mail for me and in the voicemail implied that they are currently working with FCPS on school safety training for staff.  The email does not imply this…”[EXHIBIT 5]

13. On February 25, 2015, JOHN H. HNATIO met with FCPS employees, Messrs. Cornwell and Mr. Seymour. [EXHIBIT 6]

14. During that meeting, Mr. Cornwell brought up an e-mail he received and asked JOHN H. HNATIO why he was claiming that he was working with FCPS when this was not true. [EXHIBIT 6] 

15. On February 26, 2015, JOHN H. HNATIO wrote an e-mail to Ms. Betsy Day, President of CFFC, requesting a copy of an e-mail possibly referenced by Mr. Cornwell during the meeting with HNATIO on February 25, 2015. [EXHIBIT 7]

16. On February 26, 2015, Ms. Betsy Day, President of CFFC responded to JOHN H. HNATIO, “I have done some checking, and there has been no email correspondence between our office and Cliff Cornwell.” [EXHIBIT 8]

17. In a March 3, 2015, e-mail to JOHN H. HNATIO Mr. Cornwell confirmed, “…as I said in our conversations [we received an e-mail], check [ing] to see if we (FCPS) were working with your organization and references a voice mail from you implying we were.” [EXHIBIT 9]

18. On March 16, 2015, FCPS provided JOHN H. HNATIO with a copy of Ms. Gayle Sutch’s, Director of Donor Services, CFFC, e-mail to Ms. Ann Bonitatibus, Chief Operating Officer of FCPS dated January 12, 2015. [EXHIBIT 10] 

19. On March 18, 2015, JOHN H. HNATIO wrote an e-mail to Ms. Betsy Day, President, CFFC, requesting a copy of the voice mail tape where HNATIO allegedly implied that he had a business relationship with FCPS and cautioning against the spoliation of evidence by destroying the taped voicemail.  Ms. Day did not respond. [EXHIBIT 11]

20. In the same e-mail of March 18, 2015, JOHN H. HNATIO asked for a list and description of each of the “red flags” referred to by the Community Foundation of Frederick County in their January 12, 2015, e-mail to FCPS.  Ms. Day did not respond. [EXHIBIT 11]

21. On March 18, 2015, JOHN H. HNATIO received a letter from the law firm Ethridge, Quinn, McAuliffe, Rowan and Hartinger signed by Mr. Jack Quinn, Esq., stating, “The undersigned represents the Community Foundation.  I've reviewed your communications, and your accusations and threats are baseless and quite frankly silly… Your threatening communications will no longer be tolerated… the Foundation will no longer engage in further dialogue regarding the events described in your recent emails.” [EXHIBIT 12]

22. On March 18, 2015, JOHN H. HNATIO wrote a letter to Mr. Jack Quinn, Esq. suggesting that CFFC write a letter of apology that HNATIO could publish to undo some of the damage done by CFFC to his reputation.  Mr. Quinn did not respond. [EXHIBIT 13]

23. On March 23, 2015, JOHN H. HNATIO wrote a letter to Ms. Betsy Day, President, CFFC requesting an apology that HNATIO could publish to undo some of the damage done to his reputation by CFFC.  Ms. Day did not respond. [EXHIBIT 14]

24. On March 29, 2015, JOHN H. HNATIO wrote separate letters to Ms. Cynthia Palmer, Chairwoman and all other members of the CFFC Board of Directors requesting an apology that HNATIO could publish to undo some of the damage done to his reputation by CFFC.  Neither Ms. Palmer nor any other member of the CFFC Board responded. [EXHIBIT 15]

25. On March 30, 2015, JOHN H. HNATIO received an e-mail from Ms. Cynthia Palmer Chairwoman of the CFFC Board of Directors stating, “For the sake of efficiency and consolidating our efforts, it is best that all correspondence regarding the Community Foundation is handled by and through Mr. Quinn’s office.” [EXHIBIT 16]

Dear Mr. Hnatio:

In response to your letter of March 2, 2015, you requested an email “alleging that your organization, the Institute of Complexity Management (ICM), was involved in the illicit solicitation of public monies from a local community grant organization,” “demonstrating that ICM falsely claimed some type of an ongoing business or contractual relationship with FCPS in order to illicitly obtain grant funds.” I have no such email. However, what we do have is an email that does, as I said in our conversations, check to see if we (FCPS) were working with your organization and references a voice mail from you implying we were. [Highlighting added] When I brought this up, you indicated it was not true, I thanked you and indicated I would take you at your word.

As you are requesting a public record, I have forwarded your request to Monique Wilson, in the Legal Services Department.  Ms. Wilson processes all requests for public information in accordance with FCPS Regulation 200-42  to ensure the request is processed through the appropriate custodian of records within the times lines established by law. You will hear from her shortly and I will certainly work with her to provide the information you are requesting in a timely fashion.

Dear Ms. Day:  Since I have not received a return phone call from you I am now officially making the following requests.  The purpose of this e-mail is to request copies of all internal/external e-mails or e-mail strings (in addition the e-mail Ms. Sutch sent to FCPS dated 01/012/2015) which have been generated by FCF.  In her e-mail to FCPS Ms. Sutch states, "This person also left a voice mail for me and in the voice mail implied that they are currently working with FCPS on school safety training for the staff."  We need a copy or certified transcript of the voice-mail message in which Ms. Sutch alleges that I stated or implied that ICM had any type of ongoing business relationship with FCPS . In her e-mail Ms. Sutch also states, "We have pretty good instincts about inquiries, and this one raised a lot of red flags for us (aside from the typos in the e-mail.)"  We would like a complete list of the "red flags" Ms. Sutch is referring to and exactly with whom she may have discussed them with both internal to FCF and to any other third parties.  We would also caution that the spoliation of any of the evidence we are requesting may become a very serious matter should we be unable to resolve this matter in a professional manner.   Also, failing to be truthful about the existence of the records may become highly problematical as we work together to chase this rabbit to ground and undo the terrible damage that FCF has done to ICM and, in turn, to our community.  For example, denying the existence of Ms. Sutch's e-mail and forcing ICM to obtain a copy through a Freedom of Information request does not engender a feeling of professionalism or trust that we must have to professionally resolve this problem.  Thank you.
